Matrimony Address 
P Dearly beloved, Joshua & Adelaide Arguien (for Adelaide, formerly Yoder) began their 

marriage here at this altar before God and before Adelaide’s father (Mark Yoder) and 
Adelaide’s mother (the dearly departed Sharon Yoder) in accordance with God’s Holy 
Word and the laws of State of Tennessee on September 20, 2024. Today on April 12, 
2025, they now desire their extended family and friends to witness their vows and hear 
the blessing of Our Lord upon their marriage as they continue to live together as 
husband and wife in fervent love toward one another. 

 
 Our Lord and God established marriage when He created the heavens and the earth. 

With His holy Word He desires to bless the marriages of those who fear, love, and trust 
in Him. He gives His blessing to comfort and console you when various temptations 
and crosses afflict your union with each other in Christ. He also pledges that He will 
never forsake His own and that He will always help and defend those who live in this 
estate according to His holy will. 
  
Therefore, Joshua and Adelaide, in joyful confidence, I soon will ask you to give your 
solemn pledges again before God and His Church so that you will continue to live in 
holy marriage according to His Holy Word. 

 
In marriage we see a picture of the communion between Christ 
and His bride, the Church. Our Lord blessed and honored 
marriage with His presence and first miracle at Cana in Galilee. 
This estate is also commended to us by the apostle Paul as good 
and honorable. Therefore, marriage is not to be entered into 
inadvisedly or lightly, but reverently, deliberately, and in 
accordance with the purposes for which it was instituted by God. 
  
For these reasons God has established the holy estate that 

Joshua and Adelaide have recently entered. They desire our prayers as they continue 
in their marriage in the Lord’s name and with His blessing.

L A reading from Genesis, the second chapter. 

  
 [T]hen the LORD God formed the man of dust from the ground and breathed into his 
nostrils the breath of life, and the man became a living creature. 
 Then the LORD God said, “It is not good that the man should be alone; I will make 
him a helper fit for him.” So out of the ground the LORD God formed every beast of the 
field and every bird of the heavens and brought them to the man to see what he would 
call them. And whatever the man called every living creature, that was its name. The 
man gave names to all livestock and to the birds of the heavens and to every beast of 
the field. But for Adam there was not found a helper fit for him. So the LORD God 
caused a deep sleep to fall upon the man, and while he slept took one of his ribs and 
closed up its place with flesh. And the rib that the LORD God had taken from the man 
he made into a woman and brought her to the man. Then the man said, 

“This at last is bone of my bones 
 and flesh of my flesh;

Therefore a man shall leave his father and his mother and hold fast to his wife, and 
they shall become one flesh.

L A reading from Ephesians, the fifth chapter. 

  
 Therefore be imitators of God, as beloved children. And walk in love, as Christ loved 
us and gave himself up for us, a fragrant offering and sacrifice to God. 
 Wives, submit to your own husbands, as to the Lord. For the husband is the head of 
the wife even as Christ is the head of the church, his body, and is himself its Savior. 
Now as the church submits to Christ, so also wives should submit in everything to their 
husbands. 
 Husbands, love your wives, as Christ loved the church and gave himself up for her, 
that he might sanctify her, having cleansed her by the washing of water with the word, 
so that he might present the church to himself in splendor, without spot or wrinkle or 
any such thing, that she might be holy and without blemish. In the same way husbands 
should love their wives as their own bodies. He who loves his wife loves himself. For 
no one ever hated his own flesh, but nourishes and cherishes it, just as Christ does the 
church, because we are members of his body. “Therefore a man shall leave his father 
and mother and hold fast to his wife, and the two shall become one flesh.” This 
mystery is profound, and I am saying that it refers to Christ and the church. However, 
let each one of you love his wife as himself, and let the wife see that she respects her 
husband.
